Three Objectives

1. Give the teen a leaflet inviting them out to the meetings tonight

2. Give them your testimony of how you got saved

3. God through the plan of salvation with them – lead them to trust Jesus Christ as their Saviour

How to Start…

Hey! Have you got one of these invitations yet? (Hand them an Invitation Leaflet). It’s for a special Teen Meeting going on tonight at the Ballincollig Gym Club and it’s open for anyone – just €5 euros a person – full of indoor sports and games, and food and it will be a blast! It is going on all week!

It’s called, Target the Heart because we are talking about things that relate to the heart, and finding out about the God who knows our heart, and can fix it! So, I hope you can come!

I thought I was a Christian all my life because of my baptism and going to church and all that, but then someone handed me a Gospel leaflet like this one (give them a tract). 
(At this point, put in YOUR testimony which should go something like…) They asked me if I knew where I was going when I died. I had never really thought about it, so they showed me from God’s word that I was a law-breaker – a sinner in God’s eyes, and that I could NEVER be good enough to go to heaven. But then they told me that Jesus came and DIED for sinners like me, and that I had to turn from my sins and just believe in the power of Jesus Christ to save me from those sins, and make me His child – it’s called being born again – but this time, on the inside!
Can I show YOU how to be born again, the Bible way? (Give them the plan of Salvation from the Bible, and ask them if they would like to repent and believe the Gospel.

Monday Message - The Heart of the Problem

The Truth About Why We Sin

Jeremiah 17:9
I. Introduction - Heart Problems are THE problem in life (Jer 17:9)
A. Everybody has problems – inside kind of problems
B. Everybody thinks they are the way they are because it’s the way they were born – short, tall, ugly, blond

C. Some people excuse their drinking because they think they were born to drink

E. Some rebel because they think it is in their genes
F. Some murderers think they can’t help it
G. And the truth is that they CAN’T help it – but I want to introduce to you someone who can!

H. The truth is, the problem is not genetic, it is in the heart! And it can be cured! But you first have to believe the problem is not external – it’s your own heart that is a mess!

II. Do you want proof

A. The Lesson of David and Bathsheba (2Samuel 11:1-4)
1. David is King, sitting comfortable, and no problems

2. Got a family to be envied, got friends, got peace

3. But was bored one time – everyone else out of the country, out fighting against a neighbouring country

4. Got up onto his roof (normal place to sit during the cool evenings)

5. Went looking for something to see – and a lovely young woman was undressing, and climbing into a bathtub – sounds just like a movie doesn’t it

6. David’s eyes pop right out of their sockets, and his heart skips a few beats

7. He should be looking, and yet he couldn’t stop

8. And he went a little further – called for her, got her name, invited her over – got into bed with her, and had sex with her

9. To top it all off, she got pregnant

10. David has to cover up the evidence – he had committed adultery with a married woman

a. Has Bathsheba’s husband killed in the battle (2Sam 11:14,15)

b. Lies about the whole thing and just takes Bathsheba to be his wife – acts like nothing wrong had happened

11. But then one day, a man of God, a prophet came and sneakily showed David that God had seen everything, and was going to punish him – bad

12. So David humbles himself, and admits he has done not just wrong, but wickedly, and asks God to give him a “NEW” heart that is clean, and soft, and true (Psalm 51:10) “Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me.”
B. Do You Want More Proof? Jesus proved it in Mark 7:15-23
1.  “For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed…

a. Evil thoughts

b. ADULTERIES

c. Fornications

d. murders

e. Thefts

f. Covetousness

g. Wickedness

h. Deceit

i. Lasciviousness

j. an evil eye

k. Blasphemy

l. Pride

m. Foolishness 

2. All these evil things come from within, and defile the man.”

III. Message

A. So, What’s the Problem?

1. The problem in everyone’s life is not with my hands, my eyes, or my feet, my parents, my mind even – it is my heart

2. Something is wrong with it – it is broken, defective, it is ruined

3. How bad is the problem?

B. What Went Wrong?

1. What went wrong? We inherited a sinful nature – I naturally gravitate towards trouble (Job 5:7) “man is born unto trouble, (just as sure) as the sparks fly upward.”
2. It was the same in Noah’s Day (Gen 6:5) “And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.”
3. Jesus has already showed us the problem in deep in our hearts (Mk 7:23)

C. The Good News Is That God Knows Your Heart – and Can Fix It
1. God made the heart – made it free – but didn’t make it fulfilled

2. God knows all the things in the heart – knows what you THINK, and secretly do IN your heart

3. God judges the heart (1Sam 16:7) more than the actions – “for the LORD seeth not as man seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance, but the LORD looketh on the heart.”
4. Knocks on our heart (Rev 3:20) “Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him”
5. If we believe with all our heart (Rom 10:9,10) “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”
IV. Conclusion - So How Does it Get Fixed?
A. Must be broken first – humbled, honest, hungry
B. Must believe with all the heart in Jesus the Saviour
C. Must be born again
D. Must bury the past life and be different now! Don’t let the past keep picking at the scars and scabs of your heart!

d. The truth is, a change in the heart will change a whole life – as is proven by when you are in love!!!

4. How did it happen again?

a. 1Cor 6:19,20

c. John 10:10

C. The Christian’s New Direction (Acts 13:1-5)

1. Jesus is not something that you just ADD to your life – He takes over the life – like a coach takes over your life when you join the Olympics
2. He doesn’t share you kindly – just like a girlfriend!

3. Before Saul was born again, he lived for himself, and really, at Satan’s beckon call – and he lived FULL throttle

4. Now, since he has been forgiven and brought into the family of God by a new birth, he lives for God – also full throttle

I. Review

A. Heart Problems are THE problem in life (Jer 17:9)

II. Introduction - The Modern push for No Fear (Psalm 36:1).

A. Popularity of “Fear Factor”, and of ever more terrifying films

B. What people are doing is making fun of people’s fears – it just forces people to become numb towards fear – which is not always a good thing
C. Today, more people than ever are living in terror of more and more of life – fearful of muggings, thieves, rape, being alone, cancer, aids, a falling economy, rejection by friends, and just anxiety attacks

D. But ONE fear is lacking – the fear of the Lord God of Heaven
E. Everyone today only talks about the love of God – ignores the need for the fear of the same God

F. There is a holy, a clean kind of fear
G. And then there is an unholy kind of fear
H. Everyone needs a good balance in knowing what to fear and what not to fear!

4. The Word of God Proves It.

5. Noah’s Flood Settles It (Heb 11:7) – it was a cataclysmic judgment for sin!
a. Who was this Noah?

1) He knew how to walk with God in the midst of the darkest and most sinful hours of world history

2) He survived the greatest world tragedy ever – need to learn how and why

3) He saved his family – no one else got on that ark, but Noah’s family did

4) By building the ark, he accomplished something so immense and impossible, that he deserves to be in the record book for it!

5) This world needs young people like Noah, who will:

a) Fear God

b) Take God seriously

c) Keep himself pure from the sins and the trends of the world

b. The World in Which Noah Lived (Genesis 6:1-11)

1) Population explosion (6:1)

2) Over-emphasis on women, and beauty of the woman – rejected masculinity and made the beauty of women their focus of attention – worshipped sex. Venus, Aphrodite, Diana, Madonna, Britney Spears

3) Demonic interference in world affairs – the god of this world began to corrupt the flesh of humanity

a) Fornication – spread of disease

b) Adultery – spread of disease

c) Homosexuality – spread of disease

d) Bestiality – introduction of new diseases

e) Demonic and Satanic sexual abominations – mental diseases
4) No concern with God at all – just went on with their lives, excluding God, rejecting the evident truth of creation, and of divine judgment of sin

c. God judges people for their sin
1) God was fed-up with the conditions of the world (6:3), and was desperately grieved that He had even made the world – it was THAT bad!

2) Sin and immorality was totally out of control, world-wide (6:5) – nobody cared about the immorality – only people’s rights, pleasure, possessions

3) The imagination of EVERYONE was ONLY evil CONTINUALLY (6:5)

4) The whole world was filled with violence (6:11) – it was self destructing (much like today)
5) No one thought God’s patience would wear out!

6) But ALL land-dwelling life was about to be utterly destroyed by God with a catastrophic flood – the judgment of God is NOT a subject preached very often anymore – only another sign we are getting near then end!

7) And Then There was Noah - In the midst of such darkness, and at the precipice of such imminent destruction, Noah was faithfully living and going against the flow, and just simply walked with God
8) He obeyed the word of God, and trusted the Ark to protect him from the coming judgment of God – which it did!
B. God Honours Those that Fear Him.
1. Those who are willing to obey Him, and honour them with their life

2. Psalm 34:9

3. Psalm 103:11

4. Psalm 145:19

V. Conclusion - The Fear of God is Good

A. Many people are fearful of trusting the living God

B. That keeps them from getting the cure to sin – like being afraid of a cancer cure – because you have heard some rumours, and no matter what the doctors tell you, you reject it simply out of fear, not because of fact

A. To withhold forgiveness is the most hurtful thing you can do

E. c. It is the paying for the crime against you out of your own pocket! At your own expense!

3. That’s just what Jesus did when he died (Luke 23:34)

3. That Crippled Man’s Problem was Our Biggest Problem

a. We think it is lack of money, lack of friends, no good looks, bad health, fighting home

b. Jesus shows us that our problem – our ONE BIG problem is

1) Sin – lots of it – our guilt kills us until we bury it – the more we bury it, the harder we get too!

2) Separation from God – He is angry, and rightly so

3) Certain doom - hell

C. How to get OUR Debts to God Paid Off
1. Try and pay it off Ourselves – we are not good enough – have to be perfect

2. Or, Accept Payment in Full by Jesus on the cross

a. Quit trying to pay it off yourself

b. Just ask for the free gift at His expense (Acts 13:38,39)

A. And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me.
B. People follow people

C. When we were young, we followed our parents

D. Then we followed our friends

E. Later we followed the lives of musicians and movie stars

F. Then we followed wherever the money was

G. Then we follow our wives

H. And then, we follow the weather – wherever it is warm!

IV. Message - To Follow Jesus Means…

A. To Believe on Jesus – Starts Here (Acts 16:30,31)

1. Going to church is great

2. Reading the Bible is great

3. But unless you start believing with all your heart that Jesus died for YOU, and took YOUR place on the cross, it will all be in vain

B. To Walk With Jesus – not get ahead of Him, or lag behind!

1. Learn of Him (Matthew 4:13-16) – like a new player from a coach

2. Listen to Him (Matthew 4:17) – from God’s word the Bible  

3. Let him Change You (Matthew 4:18,19)

4. Leave Some Things Behind (Matthew 4:20). Follow Him with others – get with a right crowd – they will help you!
5. Lean On Him (Matthew 8:1-3, 5-8, 13) – that’s what people did all throughout the rest of the Gospels#

a. Being born again is not a one time event that you forget about and go on with life

b. Salvation is learning that Jesus is there for you to lean up through every day and every trial of life

6. Love Him (John 13:23; 14:15) – the greatest and most important commandment!
C. To One Day, Be Forever With Jesus (John 14:3)

B. Are You Walking With Jesus?
C. Are You Able to Confidently say you will one day, be Forever With Jesus?
